Group Projects: See chapter 11 project, pages 611-652

Group A: Database Basics: pull out the major points from section A, such as what is a database? What are they used for? What is data mining, OLAP? Outline at least one database model. Briefly describe a relational database.

Group B: Data Management Tools: discuss what a data management tool is and tell us about a few that are available. The table on page 624 is very useful, highlight some of those points. Briefly discuss database management systems (DBMS). How are databases used on the web and what is XML?

Group C: Database Design: outline various data types such as real, integer, text, logical, BLOBs, etc. How does a database designer prevent people from entering inaccurate data? What is normalization? What is a database interface?

Group D: SQL: what is a query language and how does it work? What does a query look like? What is a parameter? What is the significance of INSERT, SELECT, FROM, AND, WHERE, etc. Briefly discuss updating and joining.

Process:

1. Skim through your relevant section for you group, picking particular information out of the book (chapter 11, sections A-D). 

2. In addition look through images for your section (downloads, user: students pw: CNMclasses, web gallery ch. 11), right click-save images or copy them directly to PowerPoint.


3. Open PowerPoint and then insert the image you exported. You can include additional images from the web gallery if you like and then outline specific topics pertinent to each section as mentioned above (at least 10 slides should be used).

4. Pick one person in your group to put your presentation together, the rest should be responsible for the actual presenting piece in front of the class.

5. Save your file in your videoserver folder, you will be presenting your findings to the class as a group so you should all take turns presenting.
