Chapter 3a Lab Photoshop
________________________________

Process:

I. Click on the Lab 3 Image for Photo shop Demonstration on the smccme.net website and then right click, copy image. Save your file in your videoserver folder under labs.


2. Open Photoshop, click on file/new label the image welcome-to-maine. Paste the image that is on the clipboard (that’s where the image goes when you copy it) in the document. You will notice that Photoshop knows the size of the image that is on the clipboard.
3. Go to view rulers then right click on the rulers and change them to pixels. The image is 1111 pixels by 1636 you can tell if you go to image/image size. 

4. We are going to expand the canvas size (not image size) so click ok or cancel and then go to image/canvas size. First expand the canvas size by 100 pixels (1211 pixels by 1736, keep anchor in the middle) the background should be white by the way. Then expand it again but keep the anchor to the top and only expand the bottom out to 2250 pixels creating a long and skinny poster.


5. Find your layers palette and click on the image layer, change the name of the layer to lighthouse (double click in the text on the layer) and add two layer styles, a drop shadow (opacity of 60%, distance of 16, size of 10) and inner stroke (the fx icon at the bottom of the layers palette). For the stroke color pick the brick color in the image and make the stroke 10 pixels, click ok.
6. Now drag out guides from the side and top rulers and make them “stick” to the sides and bottom of the image. Drag two more guides down from the top to the 1750 and 2200 pixel mark on the ruler (or approx.).

7. Click on the type tool in the toolset and click and drag a box that starts at the intersection of the second guide under the image (1750) and the bottom guide (2200). Center the text and then click on the text palette (on the options bar or the side palette dock to your right). Here’s the tricky part—type out the words “Welcome to” on one line and “Maine” on the other. These lines have to match left to right so you will have to adjust the font size, character width, height, spacing, etc.
