Group Projects:

Group A: Operating System Basics, briefly discuss what an operating system is and what it does; pick four major topics from pages 186 to 193 and briefly discuss each one (ie. Managing processor resources, managing memory, GUls, Boot process, etc.).

Group B: Today's Operating Systems, briefly discuss the three primary operating systems; discuss strengths and weaknesses of each one, similarities and dissimilarities; talk about which one you use and why.

Group C: File Basics; discuss what a computer file is; naming conventions; what's a file extension; reserved characters; briefly discuss file formats and pick out a few recognizable ones.

Group D: File Management; discuss file management and why it's a good idea; discuss file management utilities; file management metaphors; discuss file storage basics such as formatting, difference between tracks and sectors, FAT vs. FAT32.

Group E: Backup security; discuss why it's a good idea to make backups of your files; discuss various applications /situations that are imperative for taking advantage of backups; look up a few backup devices and briefly discuss them; lookup at least one backup software application and discuss it; full system vs. partial system backup. What is a boot disk?

Process:  

1. Skim through your relevant section for you group, picking particular information out of the book (chapter 4, sections A-E). 

2. In addition look through images for your section (downloads, user: students pw: CNMclasses, web gallery ch. 4), right click-save images or copy them directly to Word or PowerPoint.

3. Open Word or PowerPoint and insert images from the web gallery that you would like to use for your particular project and also write a brief description pointing out specific topics you would like to discuss.

4. Pick one person in your group to put your presentation together.

5. Save your file in your videoserver folder, you will be presenting your findings to the class.
