Chapter 5 Lab
Group A: Focus on network classifications, PANs, LANs, NANs, MANs & WANs, standards, network devices, clients, servers and peers, physical topology, communications protocols, etc. What is a packet? What is a MAC address and what is an IP address?
Group B: Focus on wired solutions (equipment, cabling, protocols, etc.), pros and cons. What is a wired network? Advantages and disadvantages, different types of wired networks. What is Ethernet? Ethernet set-up.
Group C: Focus on a wireless solution (equipment, protocols, etc.), pros and cons, wireless basics, etc. What is Bluetooth? What is Wi-Fi? 
Group D: Focus on using LANs such as advantages and challenges, sharing files (accessing network recourses, drive mapping, what is a file server), sharing printers. Describe a LAN party and troubleshooting.
Group E: Focus on security issues related to wired and wireless networks. Wi-Fi security, what is encryption? 
Process:  

1. Skim through your relevant section for you group, picking particular information out of the book (chapter 5, sections A-E). 

2. In addition look through images for your section (downloads, user: students pw: CNMclasses, web gallery ch. 5), right click-save images or copy them directly to PowerPoint.

3. Open PowerPoint and then insert the image you exported. You can include additional images from the web gallery if you like and then outline specific topics pertinent to each section as mentioned above (5 to 10 slides should be sufficient).

4. Pick one person in your group to put your presentation together, the rest should be responsible for the actual presenting piece in front of the class.
5. Save your file in your videoserver folder, you will be presenting your findings to the class as a group so you should all take turns presenting.
