Group Projects: See chapter 7 project, pages 360-408

Group A: What is the Web? Focus on this plus origins, what is a Web page, what is a URL, what is HTML, discuss HTTP, Web browsers and scripts.
Group B: Discuss what a search engine is, what is a Web crawler, discuss advanced searches and Boolean operators, citing web-based source material for research purposes.
Group C: Discuss e-commerce basics, online shopping carts, online auctions, encryption and payment methods.
Group D: What is e-mail? Discuss what e-mail is and how it works, how does HTML relate to e-mail, discuss netiquette and e-mail protocols.
Group E: Discuss Web and e-mail security (cookies, security levels, fake sites and pharming, spam and anti-spyware, phishing).
Process:

1. Skim through your relevant section for you group, picking particular information out of the book (chapter 7, sections A-E). 

2. In addition look through images for your section (downloads, user: students pw: CNMclasses, web gallery ch. 7), right click-save images or copy them directly to PowerPoint.


3. Open PowerPoint and then insert the image you exported. You can include additional images from the web gallery if you like and then outline specific topics pertinent to each section as mentioned above (at least 8 slides should be used).

4. Pick one person in your group to put your presentation together, the rest should be responsible for the actual presenting piece in front of the class.

5. Save your file in your videoserver folder, you will be presenting your findings to the class as a group so you should all take turns presenting.
