Assignment #1: 
Part 1: Setting up folders, signing up for course.com, going over syllabus in class (mandatory): Open the syllabus on the class website, save to your own CNM 110 folder after you recorded your user information for the course.com website. You may print out a copy if you wish.
Part 2: History of Computing Essay
Value: 5 points
Write a three page essay (text excluding any images you might like to include, cover sheet and bibliography) on some aspect of the history of computing. You can choose to write an overview of the full history of computing or you can choose a particular, chapter, inventor, noteworthy individual or an important milestone in the development of computers. For example you could choose to write about the formation of Microsoft. 

Your essay should be well written and error-free (including grammar and spelling). Information should be accurate and concise. Writing should reflect a college level and it should not be biased.
Format:

You must have at least three reputable sources, 1 book source (cannot be the book we are using in the course), and 3 web sources, Wikipedia is ok but can only be used once. Image inclusion is encouraged but cannot replace text. To be accepted, essays need to include the following:

1. All one document (see inserting page breaks in Word)

2. A cover sheet with the title of the essay, date completed, your name and word count.
3. No less than 1000 and no more than 2000 words, include word count on the cover sheet, if there is no word count I can’t really tell how many words there are so it will be graded accordingly.
4. Bibliography using the standard MLA (modified) format (you do not need to include references within the essay itself).
5. This assignment is graded as much on presentation as it is on content. 
6. Submit FILES ONLY please in RTF format. If I can’t open it I can’t grade it!
