1. Course Description: This is an intermediate level course designed to provide students with the basic skills to author HTML WebPages. Students will learn to code HTML, incorporate images into web pages and embed various types of media. In addition, an overview of CSS, JavaScript and CGI will be covered using DreamWeaver.

2. Course Objectives: 
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

· Effectively use the industry standard web page editing program, DreamWeaver.

· Edit, crop, resize, adjust and retouch photographic and digitally generated images for the web.

· Work with various files such as cascading style sheets, Server Side Includes, Word Docs, and HTML documents.

· Integrate various web technologies such as HTML, JavaScript, CSS, CGI, and SSI into a working, online website.

· Develop at least two website interfaces.

· Develop several working websites for the world wide web.

· Work with File Transfer Protocol (FTP) and standard file management techniques.
