Task 4: Basic Web Site Creation

Building upon the knowledge you gained from tasks 2 & 3 create an entire web site using DreamWeaver, the image map you created for task3 and tables. 
1. First create a template.html file in your “task4” folder.
2. Copy your CSS document from task 2 and place it in a “css” folder inside “task4” and link it to the page, add a background color designation to your CSS document, at this time do not use any background images, that comes later. 

3. Add a layout table with at least one column and four rows.

4. Use the .jpg version of the image map PhotoShop image from task 3 and create a header section with a well defined “logo” heading, a nice background and a basic menu area.
5. Use DreamWeaver to convert the items in the menu area of your header image into hotspots (click on image and see the property inspector) that will link to pages created from this template. You will be calling out the link names before the pages have been created. 
6. Create a content area that has a different background color but don’t place any text in there yet.
7. Add text-based links and a copyright statement in the last row and make it smaller using CSS.
8. Save your template file as each page in your website after you have saved your template.html page first, use the same file names that you already called out in item number 5 above.

9. Fill in relevant content (I don’t want to see any Latin) for all of your pages including contact information and an email link using the obfuscate method described in class, you will be doing this on your own time.

10. Link your task 4 link on your root home page to the index.html page inside your task 4 folder and then upload all relevant files to the server.
