Task 5: Working with Images Using Photoshop

Use Photoshop to create 3 types of images:

1. Create an original .jpeg image in Photoshop (you must have the layered PSD file in your primary PSD folder for this task to count—label the file “task5-part1.psd”—do not upload it, only upload the jpg file. This image should highlight the best benefits of the file format such as an image with a lot of color, photos, etc. A good example of this would be a collage with photos, it cannot exceed 640 pixels by 480 pixels. Save for web and save into an “images” folder inside your root folder then insert the image using DreamWeaver onto a page such as a gallery page inside your task 4 website (make sure it’s linked).


2. Create an original text-based transparent .gif using save-for-web in Photoshop. Make sure that the image is optimized and is matted (check ‘matte’ in the ‘save for web’ dialog window under gif) properly against your background image or has not matte at all. Keep the original psd file labeling it “task5-part2.psd” and place it in the master psd folder. Insert that image onto the page mentioned above.


3. Create a tiled background image that you can use on your web site. I will be going over this procedure in class; you can also read about creating background images on the web by putting in a search for “creating tileable background images in Photoshop” or something to that effect. You should use whatever format fits best for your background image—please, no animated backgrounds. Attach this image to your task 4 pages (all of them) using CSS, in other words, do not place the image as a background image within the body tag of your pages but within the “body” css tag (the one by itself on your style sheet).

4. You should not have a link for task 5, only a link for task 4 on your primary home page.

If you have done this part of the task already then please follow the corrected instructions above and place the images where they should go as I had mentioned in class, sorry for the confusion.
