Task 9: Adding Form Functionality to a Web Site

Open the contact page you created for task 6 and create a contact form, you do not need to create a whole new site for task 8, however, you must link your task 8 link (your master home page) to task 6’s contact page and the link must be labeled “Task 8”. You should have the following items as a minimum in your form:

1. A text field for the user’s name titled and named “name”.

2. A text field for the user’s e-mail titled and named “e-mail” we will be adding an “RisEmail” behavior to this field.

3. A text field for the user’s phone number titled and named “phone number”, limit its number of characters to 10 and make sure to include, in small print, the warning to place only numbers in the box, we will be adding an “RisNum” behavior to this field.

4. A drop down field asking the user how they heard about the site and then include some logical answers, your default answer should be “choose one”.

5. A comment box using virtual wrap, call it comments and limit the number of rows to 5 and the character width to 35.

6. Add “Submit” and “Reset” buttons to your form.

7. Use the Post method and the CGI form validation link on the Visitmainetoday.com server.
8. Use hidden fields and form links on the forms text document you will find on the class website, http://www.smccme.net/classes.shtml
9. Apply the form validation behavior to your form using “onClick” as your event handler and your submit button as the trigger.
